Summary and Explanation

¢-Met is a proto-oncogene that encodes hepatocyte growth factor
receptor. The HGFR protein possesses tyrosinase-kinase activity. MET is a
membrane receptor that is essential for embryonic development and
wound healing, with its only known ligand being hepatocyte growth
factor (HGF). Met is normally expressed by cells of epithelial origin, while
expression of HGF is restricted to cells of mesenchymal origin. Upon HGF
stimulation, MET induces several biological responses that collectively
give rise to a program known as invasive growth.

MET is deregulated in many types of human malignancies, including
cancers of kidney, liver, stomach, breast, and brain. Normally, only stem
cells and progenitor cells express MET, which allows these cells to grow
invasively in order to generate new tissues in an embryo or regenerate
damaged tissues in an adult. However, cancer stem cells are thought to
hijack the ability to express MET, and thus become the cause of cancer
persistence and spread to other sites in the body (metastasis).

IHC Protocol

1. Subject tissues to heat induced epitope retrieval (HIER) using a
suitable retrieval solution such as ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate
(BSB 0020-BSB 0023) or EDTA (BSB 0030-BSB 0033).

2. Any of three heating methods may be used:

a. TintoRetriever Pressure Cooker or Equivalent

Place tissues/slides in a staining dish or coplin jar containing the
ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate or EDTA and place on trivet in the
pressure cooker. Add 1-2 inches of distilled water to the pressure cooker
and turn heat to high. Incubate for 15 minutes. Open and immediately
transfer slides to room temperature.

b. TintoRetriever PT Module or Water Bath Method

Place tissues/slides in a pre-warmed staining dish or coplin jar
containing the ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate or EDTA at 95°-99° C.
Incubate for 30-60 minutes.

c. Conventional Steamer Method

Place tissues/slides in a pre-warmed staining dish or coplin jar
containing the ImmunoDNA Retriever with Citrate or EDTA in a steamer,
cover and steam for 30-60 minutes.

3. After heat treatment, transfer slides in ImmunoDNA Retriever with
Citrate or EDTA to room temperature and let stand for 15-20 minutes.
4. For manual staining, perform antibody incubation at ambient
temperature. For automated staining methods, perform antibody
incubation according to instrument manufacturer’s instructions.

5. Wash slides with ImmunoDNA washer or DI water.

6. Continue IHC staining protocol. Wash slides between each step with
ImmunoDNA washer solution.
